ORDINANCE NO. 1811 PASSED

An ordinance entitled "AN ORDINANCE VACATING THE DRAINAGE DITCH EASEMENT OVER AND
ACROSS LOTS 23, 24 and 25 IN BLOCK B, IN ERICKSON'S ADDITION TO THE CITY OF CONCORDIA
AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF A QUITCLAIM DEED" was read
and considered by the Commission. On roll call upon it's passage, the following Com
missioners voted "Yea": Swiercinsky, Cousins and Cart. "Nay": None. All members-elect
of the Commission having voted in favor thereof, the Ordinance was delcared passed and
the title agreed to and the City Clerk assigned to it number 1811.

ALLEY SURFACING IN BLOCK 81 (AL-71-81) APPROVED

The City Clerk presented to the City Commission the written petition of Shirley
Bauer and 11 others, proposing the grading and surfacing of the alley in Block 81,-in
the City of Concordia. The Commission examined and considered the petition, after
which it was moved by Commissioner Cousins, seconded by Commissioner Cart, and duly
carried by the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the entire members-elect of the Com
mission that the following resolution be adopted:

RESOLUTION

Whereas, a petition was filed with the city clerk of the City of
Concordia, Kansas, on the 14 day of May, 1971, proposing the following improve
ment: the grading and surfacing of the alley in Block 81 in the City of
Concordia; and whereas, this City Commission has carefully examined and duly
considered said petition, and now finds that it states all of the matters re
quired by law and particularly by K.S.A. 12-6a04 to be set forth ina petition,
and contains a request that such improvement be made without the notice and
hearing required by subsection (1) of section 2 of chapter 72 of the Kansas
legislative session laws of 1959, otherwise cited as K.S.A. 12-6a04; and,
whereas, this City Commission finds that said petition has been signed by
(i) a majority of the resident owners of record of property liable for
assessment under the proposal, who are also (ii) the owners of record of more
than one-half of the area liable for assessment under the proposal; and,
whereas, this City Commission has considered the question of whether or not
the said improvement should be ordered at this time and has determined that
it should be. Now, Therefore,

Be It Resolved, by this City Commission of said City of Concordia, Kansas,
being the governing body thereof, that:

1. The petition described in the preamble to this resolution has been
found and determined and is hereby declared to be sufficient.

2. It has been found and determined and is hereby declared that: (a)
it is advisable to make the alley improvement described in the preamble to
this resolution; (b) the estimated or probable cost of such improvement is
$1,144.00; (c) the boundaries of the improvement district shall be the
boundaries of the following area deemed by the City Commission to be bene
fitted by the improvement, namely, the south half (S%) of Lots 1 and 2; all
of Lots 3 to 9, inclusive; the North 44' of Lot 10 and the North 44' of the
West Half (W%) of Lot 11; the East Half of Lot 11; all of Lots 12 to 16,
inclusive; and the North 66' of Lots 17 and 18; all in Block 81, in the City
of Concordia, Kansas; (d) the method of assessment shall be to charge each of
said lots with the following percentage of the improvement district's share
of the cost:
