The Brown Grand will soon be 

completed with a six month 

renovation project.  

Eby Construction from Wichita 

started work in the basement of 

the Brown Grand in October 

2013.  Eby Construction sought 

to replace the deteriorating 

wood pillars with steel to better 

support the stage floor. Staying 

local, Peltier Foundry supplied 

the steel for the project.  

Before work could begin, a 

doorway to allow the equipment 

inside the theatre had to be cut 

out and the door framed up. 

There was concern about the 

wall holding the weight of itself 

because of all the damage but 

steel was used to enforce the 

opening. 

The old concrete was dug out of 

the basement and put into 55 

gallon drums that had to be 

lifted through a hole in the 

stage floor. Pipes and electrical 

wires were moved. New con-

crete was poured to create 

footings for the 17 steel col-

umns to support the stage floor. 

The basement was completed 

in December of 2013.  

 After the stage floor was rein-

forced, holes were cut in the 

roof & stage floor so that four 

50 foot columns could be low-

ered through the roof and stage 

floor into the basement. These 

columns will support the weight 

of the roof and stage rigging. An 

additional 40,000 pounds of 

steel beams were added to the 

upper structure to stabilize it. All 

of the upper walkways around 

the backstage also had to be 

replaced.  

The final steps of adding a steel 

stairway to the walkways, cover-

ing the floor, adding a sprinkling 

system, reinstalling the fire 

alarms,

The City of Concordia may or 

may not require an application 

filled out and permit received 

if you are looking to do work 

outside or inside of your home 

or business. 

The application for a plumb-

ing, electrical, or mechanical 

permit base charge is $10.00 

for the first $1,000.00 of valu-

ation.   

The application fee for all 

building & fence permits is 

$10.00. 

The base charge for the per-

mit for a building permit is 

$25.00 residential and  

$50.00 commercial. A de-

tached accessory building 

under 200 square feet is 

$15.00.  

There is no permit for land-

scaping unless a fence is be-

ing built or retaining wall over 

four foot is being built.  

Any building , zoning, or con-

tractor question please talk 

with Bruno Rehbein. 

If you are needing to burn off 

old garden waste then a burn 

permit will need to be applied 

for and an employee of our 

Fire Department will need to 

discuss the regulations with 

you and inspect the burn pile.
