Q: How much will it cost?

A: The engineer's estimate for Phase 1

of the project is $2,433,100.00. We

won't know an actual cost until the bids

are opened. The second phase hasn't
been designed yet, but we have a good
idea of what else will be needed. We
expect Phase 2 to cost another $2
million dollars.

Q: Why is it so expensive?

A: Since December of 2013, everyone's
water bill has included a monthly charge
to pay for these improvements. The
charge started at $5.00 and was raised
to $10.00 in December 2014. These
charges will be sufficient to make the
payments on the financing of the pro-
ject at the currently estimated costs.

Q: Can we put this off?

A: Neglect is likely to be more expen-
sive in the long run. Major components
haven't been updated since the 1970s
or 1990s. They are wearing out or

reducing the amount of nitrogen

and phosphorous in the water that
goes from the plant to the river.

Are we doing that?

A: Our staff has been able to reduce
the nitrogen and phosphorus to meet
the standards. Doing so requires us to
operate the plant in ways that it was
not designed to accommodate. The
renovations will correct the difficulties.
